Features
Thank you for choosing this ExpressCard Adapter for Compact Flash (Type I / II).   This Adapter is an extremely fast reader for transferring data between high-speed CF (Type I / II) and Notebook/Computers with ExpressCard slot.
Unlike most of the memory card readers and adapters commonly available in the market, this ExpressCard Adapter is operated under the PCI-Express interface.   That is to say, its theoretical throughput is at least 5 times faster than that of USB 2.0 interface. For Compact Flash with UDMA mode, the data transfer speed can reach up to 96 MB/sec*.
